Effective January 1, 1996

Civil and Juvenile Case Categories

AD An Adoption case number shall be assigned to every 
adoption case.

AR An Arbitration case number shall be assigned to every 
arbitration-eligible case at the time it is fi led. NOTE: This 
case category shall be used only by counties that have initiated 
Mandatory Arbitration as defi ned by Supreme Court Rules 86 
through 95.

CH A Chancery case number shall be assigned to a complaint 
for equitable relief in matters such as foreclosures, trusts, and title 
to real property. 

D A Dissolution case number shall be assigned to a complaint 
for dissolution of marriage, annulment, or separate maintenance.

ED An Eminent Domain case number shall be assigned to 
proceedings involving compensation to an owner for property 
taken for public use.

F A Family case number shall be assigned to a variety 
of matters including proceedings to establish the parent-child 
relationship, notice to putative fathers, and certain actions relating 
to child support. NOTE: Petitions for orders of protection fi led as 
separate cases are fi led under the OP category.

J A  Juvenile case number shall be assigned to any proceeding 
initiated under the Juvenile Court Act of 1987 (705 ILCS 405/1-1 
et seq.) except those defi ned by the JA and JD categories below.

JA A Juvenile Abuse and Neglect case number shall be 
assigned to all cases involving a neglected or abused minor as 
defi ned by the Juvenile Court Act of 1987 (705 ILCS 405/2-3(1) 
and (2)).

JD A Juvenile Delinquency case number shall be assigned to 
all cases involving a delinquent minor as defi ned by the Juvenile 
Court Act of 1987 (705 ILCS 405/5-105). 

L A Law case number shall be assigned to tort, contract, and 
a variety of other actions in which the damages sought are greater 
than $50,000.

LM A Law Magistrate case number shall be assigned to tort, 
contract, and a variety of other actions in which the damages 
sought are $50,000 or less.

MC Each Municipal Corporation shall have one permanent 
case number and fi le folder for routine matters to be considered 
by the court. This fi le will contain such matters as organization, 
appointment of offi cers, approval of bonds, and routine orders 
confi rming annexation.

MH A Mental Health case number shall be assigned to 
proceedings involving commitment, discharge, or restoration to 
legal status.

MR A Miscellaneous Remedy case number shall be assigned to 
complaints seeking review of administrative decisions (other than 
of a tax commission) and a variety of other actions that include 
change of name, habeas corpus, and extradition.

OP An Order of Protection case number shall be assigned to 
any petition for an order of protection or civil no contact order 
that is fi led separately from an existing case. NOTE: If it is the 
practice of a county or circuit not to fi le orders of protection in 
existing criminal or civil cases, that practice may be continued 
and all petitions for orders of protection should be given an OP 
number.

P A Probate case number shall be assigned to estates of 
decedents and guardianship matters.

SC A Small Claim case number shall be assigned to “... a civil 
action based on either tort or contract for money not in excess of 
$10,000, exclusive of interest and costs, or for the collection of 
taxes not in excess of that amount” (Supreme Court Rule 281). 

TX A Tax case number shall be assigned to the annual tax sale 
and a variety of other actions relating to the collection of taxes.  
Petitions for tax deeds and objections are part of the annual tax 
sale proceeding and will be assigned sub-numbers of the annual 
tax sale case number.

Criminal, DUI, Traffi c, Ordinance, and Conservation Case 
Categories

CF A Felony case number shall be assigned when a complaint, 
information or indictment is fi led in which at least one count 
charges a felony.

CM A Misdemeanor case number shall be assigned when a case 
is fi led in which the most serious charge carries a penalty of less 
than one year imprisonment.

CV A Conservation case number shall be assigned to any case 
defi ned by Supreme Court Rule 501(c).

DT A Driving Under the Infl uence case number shall be 
assigned to any case charging a violation of a statute, ordinance, 
or regulation governing driving under the infl uence of alcohol, 
other drug, or combination thereof.

OV An Ordinance Violation case number shall be assigned 
to any case in which violation of a local ordinance is charged. 
However, violation of a traffi c ordinance as defi ned by Supreme 
Court Rule 501(f) shall be given a TR or DT number, as 
appropriate.

TR A Traffi c case number shall be assigned to any case defi ned 
by Supreme Court Rule 501(f), except DUI cases. Note that a 
violation of a traffi c ordinance as defi ned by Rule 501(f) is given 
a TR number.

form” presentence investigation, this is a less-comprehensive report permitted 
in less serious (i.e., misdemeanor) criminal cases. 

IPS  Intensive Probation Supervision Program:   A  highly   structured,  surveillance 
oriented,  prison diversion program for  non-violent  felony offenders 
sentenced to probation.       

  Intake – Level of supervision, equal to that of Level 1, for the first 30-60 days 
 within the program. 

Level 1 – Highest level of supervision contacts per week, based on an 
assessment of high risk, for offenders sentenced to IPS. 
Level 2 – Less frequent level of supervision  contacts  per  week,  based  on  an 
assessment of moderate risk, for offenders sentenced to IPS. 
Level 3 – Lowest level of supervision contacts per week, based on documented 
improvement of performance by offenders within the program. 

 
CUS  Continued Under Supervision: A juvenile case which is  under court  order and  
  probation supervision without a formal finding of delinquency. 
 
Spec. DUI Maximum - Evaluated at Level II with  prior  DUI  or Level III  by  a  licensed 
  DASA evaluator  and ordered to supervision by the court, with substance abuse  
  treatment as a condition, for between 90 and up to 180 days. 
  Aftercare –  Cases  successfully completing maximum  supervision period  but  
  still under the DUI officer's caseload for the court ordered term of supervision.

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SUPREME COURT CASELOAD AND STATISTICAL RECORDS 
 CASE FILINGS AND DISPOSITIONS 
 

A summary of case filings and dispositions in the Supreme Court of Illinois for the period 
2009 through 2013 is presented in Table 1. 
 

During 2013, filings in the Supreme Court totaled 2,671; 26 fewer cases than the 2,697 
cases filed in 2012. The Supreme Court disposed of a total of 2,627 cases in 2013; a decrease of 
166 cases from 2012 dispositions.  
 

In 2013 there were 1,720 cases filed on the general docket, which is the predominant 
docket, a decrease of 75 cases, or 4.4 percent from 2012 general docket filings.  
 

A total of 707 miscellaneous record cases were filed in 2013, 18 more cases than filed in 
2012.  The miscellaneous record consists primarily of attorney matters. In 2013, approximately 
472 name-change (on roll of attorneys) petitions and 3 motions for restoration to active status on 
the roll of attorneys (under Rule 759) were filed. Disciplinary matters account for 162 cases, and 
the remaining 70 cases consist of bar admission motions, petitions concerning professional 
service corporations etc. under Rule 721, certain pro hac vice motions, and various 
administrative matters. 
 

In 2013, 244 miscellaneous docket cases were filed, a 31-case increase from 2012.  This 
docket consists of conviction-related cases filed by pro se prisoners. Typically, a matter is placed 
on the miscellaneous docket, as opposed to the general docket, when papers do not conform to 
the Supreme Court Rules in one or more respects. This docket provides a forum for the 
incarcerated pro se litigant without compromising standard filing requirements. 
 

 Petitions for Leave to Appeal 
 

In 2013, 1,584 petitions were filed, a decrease of 80 cases from the 2012 filings on the 
leave to appeal docket, as represented in Table 2a. As in the prior 4 years, approximately twice 
as many petitions were filed in people cases than in civil cases. The Supreme Court allowed 65 
petitions (31 people/34 civil), or 4.3 percent of the petitions acted upon in 2013. As indicated in 
Table 2b, 7 less petitions were allowed in 2013 than in 2012. The 5-year average of petitions 
allowed is 75. 

 
 Mandatory Appeals 
 

As seen in Table 3, no direct appeals from the imposition of the death sentence or capital 
post-conviction appeals were filed in light of the statute abolishing the death penalty effective 
July 1, 2011, and Governor Quinn's March 9, 2011, commutation order. 
 

In 2013, 3 direct appeals were filed by right from judgments of the circuit court in 
people=s cases under Rule 603 and 8 direct appeals were docketed in civil cases, an increase of 6 
direct appeals than in 2012. 
 

There were no certificate of importance from the appellate court filed in 2013, a decrease 
of 1 from 2012. 
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 Other Activity 
 

In 2013, the Supreme Court filed 72 opinions, disposing of 77 cases (Table 6). This 
figure does not include separate dissenting or concurring opinions, which numbered 
approximately 37. 
 

The court ruled on 19 petitions for rehearing in decided cases (See Table 7, but note that 
several petitions disposed were filed in 2012), allowing none; entertained oral argument in 62 
cases (Table 5); and considered approximately 1,102 motions on the general docket alone, 
including 103 original action motions under Rules 381, 382, and 383 (Table 1).  
 

Attorney disciplinary activity (Table 8) in 2013 was concentrated on the miscellaneous 
record where the Court disciplined 149 attorneys by order and suspended 13 attorneys on an 
interim basis by order.  Eight (8) petitions for reinstatement to the roll of attorneys pursuant to 
Supreme Court Rule 767 were presented to the Court in 2013: 2 were allowed, 3 were allowed 
with conditions, 1 was denied, and 2 were withdrawn. The Court dismissed charges in one (1) 
case by opinion, with no discipline imposed. 

 
In 2013, the Court adopted five (5) new Supreme Court Rules: 991, Mortgage Foreclosure 

Mediation Programs; 113, Practice and Procedures in Mortgage Foreclosure Cases; 114, Loss 
Mitigation Affidavit; 660A, Expedited Appeals in Delinquent Minor Cases; and 719, Admission 
of Military Spouse Attorneys from Other Jurisdictions.   

 
In 2013, the Court amended sixty-seven (67) Supreme Court Rules: Rules 1.2, 4.2, and 5.5 

of the Illinois Rules of Professional Conduct; Supreme Court Rules 2, 11, 12, 13 (amended on 
January 4, 2013, and June 14, 2013), 15, 41, 43, 63, 104, 110, 113 (amended February 28, 2013, 
and April 8, 2013), 114 (amended February 28, 2013, and April 8, 2013), 131, 132, 137 (amended 
January 4, 2013, and June 14, 2013), 138 (amended June 3, 2013, June 27, 2013, and December 
24, 2013), 181, 187, 191, 216 (amended January 4, 2013, and March 15, 2013), 239, 277, 312, 315 
(amended March 15, 2013 and May 23, 2013), 341, 352, 416, 434, 451 (amended February 6, 2013 
and April 8, 2013), 501, 526, 527, 551, 603, 604, 606, 607, 608 (amended February 6, 2013, and 
April 8, 2013), 609, 611, 612, 613, 651, 701, 705, 706, 707, 708, 709, 710, 711, 714, 716 (amended 
April 8, 2013, and November 26, 2013), 718, 751, 754, 756 (amended April 8, 2013, and June 18, 
2013), 792, 795, 799, 900, 905, 10-100, and 660A.   

 
In 2013, pursuant to Supreme Court Rule 3, the Supreme Court Rules Committee 

forwarded nine (9) matters to the Clerk of the Supreme Court to be filed on the Proposed Rule 
Docket, which consists of rule proposals and amendments under consideration by the Supreme 
Court or its committees.  In 2013, five (5) matters on the Proposed Rule Docket were closed. 
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The Supreme Court, which is responsible for regulating the practice of law in the state, 
licensed 3,184 attorneys in 2013, an increase of 72 from the 3,039 licenses awarded in 2012.  
During the past 5 years, 15,266 lawyers were licensed, an average of 3,053 per year, which is a 
decrease of 23 from the 5-year average reported in 2012. 

 
Respecting limited licensure, in 2013 the Court admitted 70 House Counsel (Rule 716) 

and 10 Legal Service Program attorneys (Rule 717). The Court also licensed one (1) Foreign 
Legal Consultant (Rule 712) in 2013.  
 

As of December 31, 2011, 834 attorneys were certified as members of the Capital 
Litigation Trial Bar, 632 as lead counsel and 202 as co-counsel, pursuant to Supreme Court Rule 
714 and the order of January 23, 2002 (M.R. 17985).  No attorneys were certified as members 
of the Capital Litigation Trial Bar in 2013. In light of the statute abolishing the death penalty, 
effective July 1, 2011, on February 6, 2013, Supreme Court Rule 714 was repealed. 
 

In 2013, approximately 4,654 firms were registered with the Court pursuant to Supreme 
Court Rule 721 to engage in the practice of law as a professional service corporation, 
professional association, limited liability company or limited liability partnership. 
Approximately 68.4 percent of these firms also provided evidence of minimum insurance or 
proof of financial responsibility pursuant to Rule 722 (limited liability legal practice).
