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SUPREME COURT CASELOAD AND STATISTICAL RECORDS 

CASE FILINGS AND DISPOSITIONS 

A summary of case filings and 
dispositions for the Supreme Court of Illinois 
for the period 1989 through 1993 is 
presented in table 1. 

During 1993, filings in the supreme 
court totaled 2,775, an increase of 28 cases 
over the 2,747 cases filed in 1992. During 
the past five years total filings of general 
and miscellaneous cases have increased an 
average of 36 cases annually. 

In 1993 there was a gain of 3 cases 
on the general docket, which is the 
predominant docket. Over the past five 
years, general docket filings have increased 
steadily from a low of 1, 595 cases in 1989, 
to a high of 1,786 cases in 1993, a rise of 
12 percent, or 191 cases. Most of that 
increase was in petitions for leave to appeal. 

A total of 809 miscellaneous record 
cases were filed in 1993, a slight 
decrease from 1992 when 812 cases were 
filed. The miscellaneous record consists 
primarily of attorney matters, including 
motions to transfer to inactive status under 
Rule 770, name-change petitions, and 
disciplinary cases. In 1993, approximately 
328 Rule 770 motions, 250 name-change 
petitions, and 54 motions for restoration to 
active status under Rule 759 were filed. 
Disciplinary matters account for the 
remaining 1 77 cases, except for several bar 
admission motions and a few administrative 
cases opened for record-keeping purposes. 
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In 1993, 180 miscellaneous docket 
cases were filed, a 28 case (18 percent) 
increase over 1992 when 152 cases were 
filed. Over the five-year period, the cases 
on the miscellaneous docket have increased 
by 55 percent, from a low of 116 in 1989 to 
a high of 180 in 1993. This docket consists 
of cases filed by pro se prisoners. Typically, 
a matter is placed on the • miscellaneous 
docket, as opposed to the general docket, 
when papers do not conform to the rules in 
one or more respects. This docket provides 
a forum for the incarcerated pro se litigant 
without comprom1smg standard filing 
requirements. 

The supreme court disposed of a total 
of 2,709 cases in 1993 . 

Petitions for Leave to Appeal 

In 1993 1,568 petitions were filed, a 
gain of 7 cases from the 1992 filings on the 
leave to appeal docket, and a 12 percent 
increase over the 1,395 leave to appeal 
cases filed in 1989, as presented in table 2. 

The supreme court allowed 116 
petitions, including 3 disposed of with 
supervisory orders. Of the petitions acted 
upon, 7.4 percent were allowed, an increase 
from the prior year. 

As in the prior four years, more 
petitions were filed in people cases than in 
civil cases in 1993, but more civil petitions 
were allowed than people petitions. 



Mandatory Appeals 

As seen in table 3, capital case filings, 
which require extensive court time to 
complete, increased by over 50 percent from 
1992 filings. In 1993, 20 direct appeals 
from imposition of the death sentence and 17 
capital post-conviction appeals, which also 
are appealed directly from the circuit court, 
were filed. 

Direct appeals from the _circuit court 
under Rules 302(a) and 603 in cases in 
which a statute has been held invalid have 
increased over the last two years, from 22 
notices of appeal filed in 1992 to 26 in 
1993. 

Five certificates of importance from 
the appellate court were filed in 1993, 
constituting 3 5 percent of the certificates 
filed since 1989. 

Other Activity 

In 1993, the supreme court filed 79 
full opinions, disposing of 88 cases (table 5). 

The Court ruled on 52 petitions for 
rehearing in decided cases, allowing 4 (table 
6); entertained oral argument in 129 cases 
(table 4); and considered over 2,000 
motions on the general docket, including 
115 original action motions under Rules 3 81 
and 3 83 ( table 1 ), cases which generally 
require the court's consideration of questions 
of law arising from interlocutory decisions of 
lower courts, tribunals, or officials. 

Attorney disciplinary activity (table 
7) in 1993 was concentrated on the 
miscellaneous record where the court 
disciplined 112 attorneys by order and 
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suspended 9 attorneys on an interim basis by 
order. In addition, the court issued 3 
opinions in disciplinary cases, imposing 
discipline in 2 cases and dismissing the 
charges in the third. As presented on table 
1, 4 disciplinary cases were filed on the 
general docket, i.e., transferred by the court 
from the miscellaneous record for briefing, 
argument, and opinion. 

The supreme court, which 1s 
responsible for regulating the practice of 
law in the state, licensed 2,824 attorneys in 
1993, a decrease from the 2,986 licenses 
awarded in 1992. During the past five years, 
14,049 lawyers were licensed, an average of 
2,809 per year. In 1993 the court also 
licensed the first foreign legal consultant in 
Illinois under Supreme Court Rule 712.
